NPACKING AND CHECKING CONTENTS

Your Baileigh machine is shipped complete. Separate all parts from the packing material and
check each item carefully. Make certain all items are accounted for before discarding any
packing material.

Cleaning

A CAUTION: when using cleaning solvents work in a well-ventilated area.

NOTICE: Lifting and carrying operations should be carried out by skilled workers, such as a
truck operator, crane operator, etc. If a crane is used to lift the machine, attach the lifting
chain carefully, making sure the machine is well balanced.

Follow these guidelines when lifting with truck or trolley:
e The lift truck must be able to lift at least 1.5 — 2 times
the machines gross weight.

e Make sure the machine is balanced. While
transporting, avoid rough or jerky motion, and maintain
a safe clearance zone around the transport area.

e Use a forklift with sufficient lifting capacity and forks
that are long enough to reach the complete width of
the machine.

e The circuit should be protected with a time delay fuse or circuit breaker with an amperage
rating slightly higher than the full load current of machine.

A separate electrical circuit should be used for your machines. Before connecting the motor
to the power line, make sure the switch is in the “OFF” position and be sure that the electric
current is of the same characteristics as indicated on the machine.

All line connections should make good contact. Running on low voltage will damage the
motor.

Grounding Instructions

e This machine must be grounded. In the event of a malfunction or breakdown, grounding
provides a path of least resistance for electric current to reduce the risk of electric shock.

e This machine is equipped with an electric cord having an equipment-grounding conductor.
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Men using a plug (typically customer supplied), it must be plugged into a matching outlet thh
is properly installed and grounded in accordance with all local codes and ordinances.

Extension Cord Safety

The use of extension cords is discouraged. Try to position machines near the power source. If
an extension cord is necessary, make sure it is in good condition. Use only 3-wire extension
cords that have 3-prong grounding plugs and 3-pole receptacles that accept the tool's plug.
When using an extension cord, be sure to use one heavy enough to carry the current your
product will draw. An undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage resulting in loss of power
and overheating. The table shows correct size to use depending on cord length and nameplate
ampere rating. If in doubt, use the next heavier gauge. The smaller the gauge number, the
heavier the cord.

This machine is rated at 120-volt power only and is supplied with a plug designed for use on a
circuit with a grounded outlet.

It is recommended that this machine be connected to a dedicated 15-amp circuit with circuit
breaker or fuse. Local codes take precedence over recommendations.

UBRICATION AND MAINTENANCE

e Check daily for any unsafe conditions and fix immediately.
e Check that all nuts and bolts are properly tightened.
e On a weekly basis clean the machine and the area around it.

General Cleaning

¢ Do not use solvents or harsh chemicals on the cooling fan when cleaning.
o Keep air compressor fan housing clear of dust; blow out with compressed air if needed.

e Annually drain and clean water tank. If the cooling fan will not be used for more than a week,
drain and clean the water tank. Drain plug is located beneath tank — unscrew to remove.

¢ If cooled air produces musty or stale odor, drain water from tank.

o Place about half a cup of unscented chlorine bleach into tank and then fill tank with clean
water.

o Operate fan and misting system until air compressor and water pump shut off.

o Drain any remaining bleach mixture from the tank.
Refill tank with clean water (no mixture) and operate
normally.

Air Pressure Valve

The (brass) pressure release valve at rear of air tank has been set by the manufacturer for the
desired 30 psi and should not require adjustment.

The pressure output valve at the front of the air tank controls the gradual mist when the unit is
turned off. It has been set by the manufacturer but can be adjusted by the user if needed.

e Loosen knurled nut (C) and turn knob to change setting.

e Tighten knurled nut to secure setting.

Tips And Recommendations

e Fill the water tank only with clean water.

e To prevent musty-smelling water, empty the water tank when the unit will not be in use for
more than a week.

e To eliminate musty-smelling water, empty the water tank, refill with clean water, and add a
few tablespoons of chlorine bleach to the tank.

e If the unit is filled with mineral-rich (hard) water or if nozzles clogging with mineral deposits is
a chronic issue, consider using only distilled water or adding a water softening tablet or white
vinegar to the water tank.

e Do notinsert a pin, needle, or other thin instrument into the nozzle orifice.
e Do not blow compressed air into the nozzle orifice.

¢ Do not operate the unit on an incline.

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Before any troubleshooting, make sure to first complete the following:
e Ensure that there is plenty of clean water in the water tank and the unit is on level ground.

¢ Clean both the air and water filters by unscrewing the clear bowl and washing the filter
element with clean water.

¢ Plug the unit directly into a dedicated 120V 15A power source. Do not use an extension
cords and make sure that no other devices are connected to the circuit.

e Press the “TEST” button on the onboard accessory outlet, then press the “RESET” button. A
green light should illuminate on the outlet.

¢ When turning the unit on, let the fan run for at least 10 seconds before turning the mist on.
